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not teaching its people to love but to use violence to get 
what they want. This is why the greatest destroyer of love 
and peace is abortion.”
Please come out on Sunday, September 30th from 2 to 3 
pm at the intersection of Danforth and Victoria Park to 
pray silently for an hour for an end to abortion while 
holding a non-graphic sign with a message like, “Abortion 

kills Children”, “Abortion hurts Women,” etc. Everyone is 

welcome, even if you have never participated in a pro-life 
event before.
