For it is written, “You shall
worship the Lord, your God, and him only shall you serve.””
and do thou, O Prince of the heavenly hosts, by the power of
God, thrust into hell Satan, and all the evil spirits, who prowl
about the world seeking the ruin of souls. Amen.
All is done by the power of God, and we simply ask that St
Michael be our protector, acting always by the power of God,
keeping in mind the words found in the First Letter of Peter,
which along with Revelation 12 is a scriptural foundation for the
Prayer to St Michael: “Humble yourselves under the mighty
hand of God, that in due time he
may exalt you. Cast all your
anxieties on him, for he cares about
you. Be sober, be watchful. Your
adversary the devil prowls around
like a roaring lion, seeking someone
to devour. Resist him, firm in your
faith ...” (I Peter 5:6-9) Joyfully,
confidently, and serenely trusting in
God, we nonetheless always need to
be vigilant in battling against every
form of evil, and we ask St Michael
to come to our aid in that battle.
